Deferrals would include authorization to
work and would be granted for three years at a time. ver mas

“Unilateral Amnesty Scheme Could Impact the Most Vulnerable Americans”, 21/11/2014, Center for Immigration Studies.
President Obama's executive amnesty announced this week may well come at the expense of the most vulnerable and poorest
American workers. Once given work authorization, illegal immigrants are likely to compete with Americans for better-paying jobs that
are now generally off-limits because they require background checks and valid Social Security numbers. Such jobs include: security
guards, screeners, janitors, grounds keepers and clerks employed in the public sector, as well as most jobs associated with interstate
